When you’re on a tight schedule, you wouldn’t set out for an 

unfamiliar destination without first consulting a GPS or a 

map. 

Yet that’s what many owners do when they construct a new 

facility using the design-bid-build model. In this situation, 

owners hire an architect, complete the design drawings, and 

then go out to bid for a contractor. In the process, they lose 

out on valuable guidance early on in the project, when errors 
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and oversights are far easier – and less expensive – to 

correct.
