Effective January 1, 2020, The Department of Labor issued a final rule on 
overtime for salaried employees increasing the salary-level threshold for white-
collar exemptions to $684 a week from $455 a week. This rule is estimated 
to extend overtime protections to more than one million workers who are not 
currently eligible under federal law. 
 

Unless exempt, employees covered by the Fair Labor Standards Act must 
receive at least time and one-half their regular pay rate for all hours worked 
over 40 in a workweek. (SHRM.org)

 raising the total annual compensation level for "highly compensated 
employees (HCE)" from the currently-enforced level of $100,000 to 
$107,432 per year; 

 allowing employers to use non-discretionary bonuses and incentive 
payments (including commissions) that are paid at least annually to 
satisfy up to 10 percent of the standard salary level, in recognition of 
evolving pay practices; and 

 revising the special salary levels for workers in U.S. territories and in the 
motion picture industry."

Every entrepreneur needs to have three 

professional service providers, an 
attorney, an accountant and an 

insurance agent, in their circle of 
influence. And, that accountant, and 

maybe the attorney, may become even 
more important in 2020 as the 

Department of Labor's new overtime 
rules take effect.  

 
This law sets forth some new thresholds 

and rules which mean that 1.3 million 
employees are overtime-eligible for the
